The Editing Mechanism of Textbook

Li, Tzong-Wei

Textbook is the crucial part of curriculum. More than 70 percent of classroom
activities is somewhat related to the textbook. The producing and publishing of
textbook is deeply involved with the editing mechanism. The word of mechanism is
used because the dynamic composition and performance of components is stressed.
The first part of the article explores the two characteristics of textbook: legitimate
knowledge and cultural economic product. Then, it discusses the elements of text-
book editing, which includes editors, contents and experimenting process. The
third part deals with textbook use from both teacher and student’s perspectives.
The conclusions are that the mechanism of textbook editing is a long-term, ongo-
ing work. And more research and development should be done before a better edit-

ing mechanism of textbook can be anticipated.-
